The Carlton County Board of Commissioners met this 26th day of October, 2015, in Adjourned Session at the Carlton County Transportation Building.


Chairman Bodie called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  Members present: Bodie, Brenner, Peterson, Proulx, and Zmyslony.  Absent:  None.   


The meeting opened with The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Peterson, and carried by all yea votes to approve the Agenda as amended.


Motion by Proulx, seconded by Zmyslony, and carried by all yea votes to approve the Minutes of the October 13, 2015, Regular Board Meeting.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Zmyslony, and carried by all yea votes to accept and approve the September, 2015, Public Health and Human Services Financial Report.


Motion by Proulx, seconded by Brenner, and carried by all yea votes to approve a sixty day (October 19 to December 19, 2015) medical leave of absence for a Public Health and Human Services employee.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Proulx, and carried by all yea votes to adopt the following resolution:  (15-105)

BE IT RESOLVED to approve the Carlton County Income Maintenance 2016 – 2017 Minnesota Family Investment Program Biennial Service Agreement.

Motion by Peterson, seconded by Zmyslony, and carried by all yea votes to approve the appointment of Dennis Lundin, as an At Large Member to the Carlton County Planning Commission.


Motion by Zmyslony, seconded by Brenner, and carried by all yea votes to approve the appointment of Jim Gottschald, as the 2nd District Member to the Carlton County Planning Commission.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Zmyslony, and carried by all yea votes to accept the recommendation of the Carlton County Wetlands Technical Evaluation Panel and approve the following Wetlands Replacement Plan:

No. 615029,  Richard Smart, the project is associated with Restoration Order 882513 and is an after the fact replacement plan, said project is an access road via an easement off Co unty Road 4 to the applicant’s property.  The applicant is proposing to reduce the width of the after the fact portion of the road from 21 feet to 14 feet in width.  The final dimensions of that portion of the access road would be 14 x 769 feet, or 10,766 square feet in a Type 2 (Inland fresh meadow) and Type 7 (Wooded Swamp).  The impact is an after the fact and would be replaced at a 2:1 ration at 21,532 square feet (0.495 acres).  The remaining impacts are from continuation of the 14 foot wide road for an additional 384 feet, or 5,376 square feet in a Type 6 (Shrub Swamp) and Type 7 (Wooded Swamp).  The impact will be replaced at a 1:1 ration at 5,376 square feet (0.124 acres).  Wetland Fill Site 1 and the new ditch associated with Wetland Fill Site 2 will be restored to pre impact conditions.  The impact is located in the 35 – Kettle River – Watershed in bank Service Area 6. The wetland will be replaced via wetland banking within the same bank service area from Wetland Bank Account 1543.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Peterson, and carried by all yea votes to appoint a committee to explore possible alternatives for administering to the accounting needs of the Carlton County Children and Family Services Collaborative.  The committee will be composed of Commissioners Brenner and Proulx, Auditor/Treasurer Gassert, Collaborative Director Lekander, Coordinator Genereau, Public Health and Human Services Director Lee, and Public Health and Human Services Fiscal Supervisor DeVriendt.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Peterson, and carried by all yea votes to table consideration/action as to the authorization to expend monies on behalf of the Collaborative.


Matt Anderson, and various members of the Cloquet Skate Board Club were present to provide information on the proposal by the Club to build a skate board park in the Cloquet area.


Motion by Zmyslony, seconded by Peterson, and carried by all yea votes to accept a $5,000 donation from Enbridge Energy for their use of the Chub Lake Park facilities.  Said funds will be designated for the upgrade of Park facilities.


Motion by Brenner, seconded by Peterson, and carried by all yea votes to set a Public Hearing for 4:00 p.m., November 23, 2015, for the purpose of discussing the proposal by the Cromwell/Wright Fire Departments to create a Fire District which would provide fire protection services to the Carlton County Unorganized Townships of Progress, Red Clover and the north half of Corona. 

Motion by Brenner, seconded by Zmyslony, and carried by all yea votes that this meeting be adjourned.
