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In July, the Carlton County Solid Waste & Re-

cycling Advisory Committee (SWARA) took 

a tour of the Western Lake Superior Sanitary 

Districtôs (WLSSD) wastewater treatment fa-

cility and the yard waste and composting site.

Program Coordinators Sarah Lerohl and Lori-

lee Blais. WLSSDôs regional treatment plant 

treats 40 million gallons of wastewater every 

day. About 2,800 tons of separated food waste 

is delivered annually to WLSSDôs Yard Waste 

Organics Compost Site from area restaurants, 

hospitals, schools and more.  Food waste is 

mixed with yard waste to produce Garden 

GreenÈ compost.
